Comet Airliner flight simulator experience

A typical flight from Biggin Hill to London Heathrow takes about 15 minutes, but you could go to any airport in the world.  Price is £5.00 per person, inclusive of use of desktop PC simulator and use fee for the SAC (recommended for smaller groups – usually 4 people can fly as captain per hour).
